• I agree to abide by the restrictions of the Class C Liquor License; alcohol consumption is limited to designated areas on the 

fairgrounds. I further understand that none of the barns or buildings are designated areas.  
• No adult or exhibitor will conspire with another person or persons to intentionally violate this code of conduct and Armada Fair 

show rules or knowingly contribute or cooperate with another person or persons either by affirmative action or inaction to     
violate this code of conduct or show rules.

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 ARMADA FAIR - RULES & REGULATIONS  
General Rules  
1. The Armada Agricultural Society (AAS) is not responsible for errors or omissions in the Fair Book or ArmadaFair.org. 
2. Every article or animal on the fairgrounds will be under control of the AAS Board of Directors or Superintendents.    

While the Association takes precautionary measures, they are not responsible for theft, loss, injury, or damage by 
fire, lightning, wind, rain, or any other agency to such animal, article, exhibition or display.  

3. The AAS Board of Directors reserves the right, in case an exhibitor fails to present or maintain a creditable display, 
to revoke exhibit space. 

4. In no case shall the AAS, a.k.a. The Armada Fair, its management, officers or agents be held responsible for loss or 
injury of character, person(s) nor article(s) while participating in or exhibiting at the Armada Fair.  

5. The Armada Fair is not responsible for unclaimed articles. 
6. The AAS Board of Directors reserves the final and absolute right to mind all matters, questions or differences. It 

further reserves the right to amend or add to these rules, and in case of receipts of the Fair are insufficient to pay 
prize money and expenses, the Association may pay prorated sums on all prize money awarded. 

7. Disregard of any rule by an exhibitor can result in full or partial forfeiture of prizes and privileges. 
8. The exhibitor fee allows the exhibitor to enter in as many departments that are appropriate for their age group.   
9. In the event of conflict between general rules and departmental, departmental rules will apply. 
10. Cars illegally parked will be towed away at owner’s expense. 
11. No peddling, selling, soliciting, asking for tips, or distributing of hand bills or advertisements will be allowed in the 

buildings or on the grounds unless a contract is obtained from the Concession Committee. 
12. Any photograph taken during the fair of exhibits, displays, or groups of people by our organization may be used to 

promote the Armada Fair. 
13. Minor infractions will be handled by the Superintendent of that Department. 
14. Major infractions subject to possible disciplinary and/or legal action will be documented in writing and submitted to 

the resolution committee for review.  
15. All infractions will be reviewed on a case by case basis. Recommendation for resolve will be made to the entire 

Armada Fair Board. 
16. Exhibitors may not enter or exhibit in ANY Department, Division or Class, any type of plant or product derived from 

Hemp, Marijuana or Cannabis in the Fair. This includes any hemp-derived cannabidiol (CBD) products, leaves, 
seeds, flowers or buds, any edible products, tinctures, distillates or infused items, and dried items made from the 
cannabis, hemp or marijuana plants containing tetrahydrocannabinol (THC). This restriction includes any plant or 
product that is part of the Cannabaceae hemp family of plants which includes: hemp, any type of hops or cannabis. 

17. Exhibitors may not enter or exhibit in any Department, Division or Class, any type of plant or product that is derived 
from psilocybin or psilocybin mushrooms or any type of psychotropic substance of fungi in the Fair. This includes all 
Psilocybin mushrooms Psilocybe semilanceata and Psilocybe cubensis. 

 
Entry Rules 
1. Exhibitors and/or their designee must be present when entries are being checked in.  No deliveries will be accepted. 
2. The maximum entries allowed by one firm or individual in any class will be governed by that Department’s rules. 
3. All rights are reserved by the AAS to reject any entry offered. 
4. All entries must be made in the name of the bona fide owner(s), growers, producers, inventors, or manufacturers.   
5. Exhibitors Entry tags will be ready for pickup on Monday, the first week of August. All admission tickets will be 

distributed at exhibit drop-off (refer to days and times at the top of Department pages). 
6. Entries must be free of vulgarity, explicit content, or elements otherwise inappropriate for a family event. 
7. Early removal of any exhibit prior to stated release times will result in the forfeiture of prize money and/or a year’s 

suspension from the Fair. 
8. Judges have authority to withhold prize money on any entry if they believe the entry is unworthy of a premium.   
9. All judges decisions are FINAL. 
10. If an entry has more than one piece, you must indicate number of pieces on the entry tag. 
 
Exhibitor Rules 
1. In case of joint ownership of an entry, only one exhibitor will receive complementary exhibitor tickets. 
2. An exhibitor cannot show in professional and non-professional classes in the same department.  

•  Professional: One who sells their goods and/or accepts money to teach.  
•  Non-Professional: One who does not sell/teach for profit 

3. Participants are expected to display honesty, integrity, and good sportsmanship. All fair and livestock management  
      personnel, fair officials, judges and exhibitors will be treated with courtesy, cooperation and respect.   
4. Exhibitors will not direct criticism or interference with fair and livestock show management personnel, officials,   
      judges, or other participants in conducting the activities associated with the event. Any false representation,    
      interference or ungracious conduct on the part of the exhibitor will result in forfeiture of premium and one year 
      suspension from exhibiting. 
5. For health and safety reasons, perishables will not be released when entries are picked up. 
6. After 8 PM Tuesday after the fair, unclaimed articles are considered abandoned and will be discarded after 10 days. 
7. If entering more than one item in a class, you must enter each separately on the entry form or online. 
8. By submitting an entry to the fair, the exhibitor confirms to have read, understood, and agreed to comply with all 

rules, regulations and directives in the Fairbook.  
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General Livestock Rules 
1. Exhibitors are not to change or alter the assigned pens/stalls without written permission of the Superintendent 
2. Championship and Best of Show awards are determined by judge. Exhibitors are not to enter these classes. 
3. Exhibitors are responsible for proper care of their animals and cleanliness of cages AT ALL TIMES.  
4. When a single firm/individual is exhibiting in any class only two total premiums will be awarded, awarding premiums by 

merit of the animals shown. The number of participants to exhibit is determined by the Superintendent. 
5. Forfeiture of premiums and Fair involvement are consequences of breaking any rules. 
6. No livestock allowed on the fairgrounds until permitted by the Superintendent in charge. 
7. Health papers must be presented to Superintendent before animal(s) may enter the fairgrounds. 
8. Animals for exhibition must be free from communicable disease.  Any animal showing symptoms of disease must be 

removed from the fairgrounds immediately upon superintendent’s direction. 
9. The Board of Directors reserve the right to refuse admission of any animal(s) originating from a herd/stock with 

questionable or suspicious health. 
10. All breeding animals must have a certificate of registration in exhibitor’s name. Animals under one year old must be 

properly identified as being eligible for registry by official identification for the breed. 
11. 4-H Club and FFA members may show breeding animals or produce and agricultural exhibits in open class by 

registering as such, and paying the appropriate registration fees. 
12. Pens and stalls will only be rented to exhibitors registered in livestock classes. 
13. Any exhibitor who fails to keep his/her stalls and animals clean at may be asked by the Superintendent to remove his/

her exhibit and forfeit his/her premium. 
14. Pens/Stalls must be cleaned upon departure, if not cleaned to superintendents’ satisfaction, $15.00 per dirty stall will 

be withheld from premium check. 
15. Open Class Beef Cattle, Dairy Cattle, Sheep, and Goats will arrive the Sunday before fair in the time designated by 

the Department headings.Open Class Rabbits and Open Class Poultry, Geese, Ducks, Turkeys, and Bantams in 
place from 3:00 PM to 7:00 PM Sunday before fair. 

16. No animal(s)/article(s) entered for exhibition shall be removed from the grounds until the time designated in their 
department rules, without permission in writing from the Superintendent in charge and/or Executive Board. A 
consequence of 1-year suspension may result. 

17. Exhibitors will be permitted to bring feed and bedding in to the fairgrounds until 8 AM. Management reserves the right 
to refuse admission of such, if in their judgment there is an abuse of the privilege. 

18. No person at any time, without permission of the management, shall lead or ride their animals from the barns to any 
areas on the fairgrounds not designated for livestock. 

19. All animal(s) must be presented whenever requested by the Superintendent or judge.  
20. Prize money will be paid only on animals fitted for show purposes and no animal(s)/article(s) shall receive more than 

one prize per class unless otherwise specified. 
21. Any person using deception to enter any animal or article shall not be awarded any premium, and shall be denied the 

privilege to exhibit for three years. 
22. Absolutely no open-toe foot attire is allowed whenever working around livestock, even if not showing. 
23. Any animal given any substance other than food and water, must be approved by Fair Board Superintendent,  
      be prescribed and administered by the Fair Veterinarian. No show enhancement substances allowed including    
       drenches.

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ADOPTED CONSTITUTION 
ARTICLE I: 
The name of the Association shall be known as the Armada Agricultural Society.  Its object shall be to promote the 
improvement of agriculture and its kindred arts throughout the country. 
 
ARTICLE II: 
Any person who has reached the age of 18 years by the date of sale may become a member of the Society by 
purchasing a membership card from the Fair Office. A membership will be valid for the present year. A membership 
entitles the holder to one vote at the annual meeting, the privilege of submitting your name to the board’s Nominating 
Committee, and the option to purchase one set of seven admission tickets at a reduced rate. Memberships will be 
available to purchase until the last business day of October of the current year. The option to purchase admission 
tickets will be available at dates and times as determined by the Board of directors. Any persons seeking a seat on the 
Board of Directors must submit their name, with a short resume, to the Board’s Nominating Committee thirty 
(30) days prior to the annual meeting. 
 
ARTICLE III: 
DIVISION 1.  The Board of Directors shall consist of twenty-one members. 
DIVISION 2.  Annually seven of the twenty-one members shall be elected to serve a three year term each. The election 
to be held at the annual meeting of the society on the first Monday of December at 7:00 PM. The President of the Board 
of Directors shall preside and declare the results of the election. 
DIVISION 3.  The election at the annual meeting shall be by ballot only. 
DIVISION 4.  Eleven members of the Board of Directors shall constitute a quorum. 
DIVISION 5.  In the Event a vacancy occurs on the Board of Directors, due to resignation or death, the President or 
Nominating Committee may nominate a qualified individual to fill the vacated Board Seat, for the remainder of the 
individual’s term-of-office, with a majority vote of the Board of Directors. 
DIVISION 6.  It is expected that each duly elected Board member of the Armada Agricultural Society will attend all board 
meetings, the general membership meeting and complete all assigned duties.  If a board member has more than four (4) 
unexcused absences during said meetings in one year or fails to complete their assigned duties, the Board member may 
be removed from the board by a 2/3 vote of the members of the Board of Directors present at a Board of Director’s 
meeting.  All board members will by duly notified in writing, of said meeting. 
DIVISION 7.  Any elected officer or Board of Director of the Armada Agricultural Society may be removed from office for 
cause by a resolution presented in writing and a 2/3 vote of the members of the Board of Directors present at a Board of 
Director’s meeting.  All board members will be duly notified, with adequate in writing, of said meeting. 
DIVISION 8.  Any Board of Director or committee member of the Armada Agricultural Society may resign at any time by 
providing written notice to the President and/or the Board of Directors.  The resignation will be effective the date of 
receipt or at a future date designated in the notice. 
 
ARTICLE IV: 
The Officers of the Society shall be: President, Vice President, Recording  Secretary and Treasurer. An Assistant 
Treasurer may be elected when deemed necessary by a majority vote of the Board of Directors. 
The Officers shall be elected by the Board of Directors. 
All past Presidents shall be Honorary Members. 
The Society will recognize directors as Honorary Members after 20 years of serving on the board if they should quit or 
retire. 
 
ARTICLE V: 
DIVISION 1.  Duties of the President, Vice President and Recording Secretary shall be such as usually appertain to their 
respective offices, or as may be prescribed by the Board of Directors as hereinafter provided. 
DIVISION 2.  The Treasurer shall file with the President a surety bond in the amount of money to come into his hands, 
as directed by the Board of Directors.  He shall keep a correct account of all monies belonging to the Society, that may 
come into his hands.  He shall present a financial statement at each monthly meeting with copies going to the   
Recording Secretary, President, and other board members. 
DIVISION 3.  The Board of Directors shall direct the money appropriations of the society and shall have entire control of 
its property.  They may hold an annual fair or exhibition; and shall distribute premiums for the best and meritorious 
animals or articles exhibited at such fair or exhibition, and shall make all necessary rules and regulations for the 
government of the same. 
DIVISION 4.  All bills for payment must go to the Recording  Secretary and be presented to the Board of Directors at a 
regular meeting and be approved by them before payment can be made.  In lieu of a time element a check can be 
issued for payment to save late fees and or receive a discount.  All checks must have two (2) signatures to be valid, the 
Treasurer and either of the following: President, Vice President, or Recording  Secretary. 
 
ARTICLE VI: Rescinded December 1988. 
 
ARTICLE VII:   All fees, salaries, wages shall be set by the Board of Directors. 
 
ARTICLE VIII:  The constitution may be altered by a two-thirds vote of the members of the society present, provided   
thirty day notices have been mailed to each member. 
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ARTICLE IX: 
“Upon the Dissolution of this Society, its assets remaining after payment, or provision for payment, of all debts and 
liabilities of this Society, shall be distributed for one or more exempt purposes within the meaning of DIVISION 501(c)(5) 
of the Internal Revenue Code, to be distributed to an agricultural based scholarship fund to be maintained by a volunteer 
Board of Directors.  Such distribution shall be made in accordance with all applicable provisions of the laws of this State. 
 
ARTICLE X: 
The Armada Agricultural Society shall insure that the Society’s assets are protected against damage and loss, and, if it is 
determined that considerable risk is involved in the operations of the Society, the directors themselves are to be 
adequately protected against liability resulting from a legal action, suit or proceedings in respect to the pursuit of the 
organization’s mission. 

 
BY-LAWS 

 
1. At the annual meeting of the Board of Directors, they shall elect the following officers to serve for a three year term 

as their present terms expire. There shall be two nominees for each Board office before an election can be held.

2. At the annual meeting of the Board of Directors there shall be appointed by the President and confirmed by the 

Board, the following committees: Auditing, Business, Nominating, Pedigree, Premium List, Refreshment, and Rules.  
Also any other committee as may deem necessary. 

3. The President and Vice-President shall be ex-officio members of all committees. 
4. The President shall appoint a General Superintendent and Superintendents of each Department of the Armada Fair.  

All of the foregoing to be members of the Board of Directors, unless otherwise ordered. 
5. The President shall be chairman of all meetings of the Board of Directors, when present. In his absence the Vice 

President shall preside. 
6. All monies received by the officers or members of the Board of Directors for the Society shall as soon as possible, 

be paid over to the Recording Secretary or Treasurer and a receipt taken therefore. 
7. It shall be the duty of the General Superintendent and Superintendents of Departments, to make reports of their 

Departments from time to time.

members for monetary damages for a breach of the director’s fiduciary duty; and that the corporation assumes all 
liability to any person other than the corporation, its shareholders, or its members for all acts or omissions of a 
volunteer director.”

Judging of quilts/quilting will be based on workmanship (seam quality, point matching, straight borders, etc), complexity of 
pattern, consistency of stitch length, color, design and layout. Piecing and mitered edges and corners are the main focus when 
judging quilts in division 41 -44.   
 
DEFINITIONS: 
1. Quilt. Typically a bed covering made of padding enclosed between two layers of fabric (top and bottom), kept in place by 

lines of stitching in a pattern (AKA “quilted”)

DEFINITION:  A homemaker is a man or woman who successfully manages their life in a way that benefits both their 
family and their community.  They effectively manage their household, create a home where they celebrate their 
creativity, skills, and work ethic, and provide inspiration and guidance to others.  Must be at least 18 year of age.

1. A completed application form must be submitted to the fair office with a photograph for publicity.  If 

entering online, picture must be submitted in person or by mail no later than Friday, June 28, 2024  

2. Your entry form can include all items you wish to enter into the fair.  However, be sure that you 

highlight which items you wish to enter into the Homemaker competition by checking the “H/YA 

Entry” box next to those items if entering online.  Or, you can send a copy of your entry form with 

asterisk (*) indicating which  items are for Homemaker Competition no later than Friday, June 28, 

2024.    

3. Positively no exhibit or work previously exhibited in the Armada Fair will be accepted for competition. 

4. You must have entries in Departments 50, 51, 52, 53, 57 and 60, (See regulations).  If you fail to exhibit 

an item in the classes that you have indicated with an asterisk (*) on your entry form you will be 

disqualified from the Homemaker Competition.   

5. You must notify fair workers that you are entering items for this competition, as special check-in 

procedures are required.  See the Barn Superintendent to check in. 

6. Homemaker competitors must take pictures of all items entered in the Homemaker Competition.  Please 

send these electronically to the Fair Office for our records.  

7. You MUST arrive with your items no later than (1) HOURS PRIOR TO CLOSING ON ENTRY DAYS.  

Check your books for dates and times to bring items in. Some items will need to be brought in on different 

days as is noted in each Department.   
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8. If you change your Homemaker entries at check-in, you will be disqualified.   The Divisions and 

Classes that you entered in for Homemaker on June 30, are the Divisions and Classes you must 

use.  DO NOT go to the Office for changes before you check in. ABSOLUTELY NO CHANGES! 

9. If you are disqualified for either being late to check in or if you have made a change in your Homemaker 

entry classes,  you will not set up a display.  Your items will be judged as usual and your items will be 

displayed with the rest of the open entries. 

10. You must be a winner in all five (5) to six (6) departments listed.  (Entries in the Professional Classes, 

Men Only and Senior Citizen classes are excluded.) 

11. Displays:  Homemaker exhibitors will be asked to set up an area with their Homemaker items only.   

These items are the only items to be displayed.  The exhibitor is responsible for providing all the tables, 

props or flooring for their area.  Each exhibitor will be given the same sized space.  A display space of 5‘ 

wide by 5’ deep will be given to each exhibitor.  Exhibitors are encouraged to decorate and use the entire 

space. Display Set Up:  All exhibitors are asked to set up their display on Sunday, August 11, 2024, 

from 5:00 pm to 7:00 pm.  Only 2 helpers are to assist during set-up. Display Judging will take place 

on Monday morning, August 12. 

12. The Exhibitor who has received the highest total points for their Ribbons, Best of Shows points for the 

present year and their display points will win Homemaker of the Year.   In the case of a tie, the person 

with the highest number of Best of Show Ribbons will be the winner.  

13. Displays will be judged on Monday, August 12.  There are 6 placings awarded by each independent 

judge.  If you have placed with more than one judge, your total points will be averaged as your total.  

These points are then added to your total Ribbon Award points.   

14. The winner of the Armada Fair Homemaker of the Year Award will be announced on Monday, 

August 12th at 5:00 pm at the Opening Ceremony and Awards Ceremonies on the Grove Stage.  

All who have successfully entered the Homemaker completion must be present. 

15. Homemaker Displays and all items will remain in place until all the Homemaker exhibits are released at

4. Positively no exhibit or work previously exhibited in the Armada Fair will be accepted for competition. 

5. You must have entries in Departments 86,88 thru 90, 91, 92 and 95 thru 98, (See regulations).  If you fail 

to exhibit an item in the classes that you have indicated with an asterisk (*) on your entry form you will be 

disqualified from the Youth Achiever Competition.   

6. You must notify fair workers that you are entering items for this competition, as special check-in 

procedures are required.

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ARMADA FAIR CAMPGROUND RULES & REGULATIONS 
 

Water and Electric Hook-Up  
Modernized Camping: $250 for the week 
Primitive/Rustic Camping: $35 per day 
 

1. Upon review and approval of applications, campsites will then be issued only to large livestock exhibitors, 
fair officials, and vendors. Employees or volunteers (other than officials) are not allowed to camp. 
Superintendents have the right to deny anyone not meeting any and all criteria.  

2. Please let the Committee know of any special needs as soon as possible. 
3. No sleeping tents allowed. All campers must be on wheels and travel worthy. 
4. No dumping of any waste water, potential fine up to $500.00 per day from the Macomb County Health 

Department. Water leaks of any kind will not be tolerated, use hose washers or other hardware.  
5. No campfires, open flames, fire pits, torches, etc.  
6. No golf carts, UTV’s, ATV’s, etc. 
7. No parking next to campers. Roads and driveways must be kept clear at all times for emergency 

response access. Park in general parking only. Violators will be towed at the owner’s expense, no 
exceptions.  

8. Campsites are to be issued only to a person age 21 and above. Parents/Guardians must supervise 
minors at all times.  

9. Each modernized campsite includes one weekly parking pass. Primitive campers must purchase daily/
weekly parking.  

10. Quiet time is 10 pm. Loud music, shouting, fighting, or excessive noise of any kind will not be tolerated at 
any time.  

11. Campers must maintain a clean site during the fair for safety purposes and upon departure, campers 
should use dumpsters provided.  

12. Campsite sticker or tag will be issued upon arrival and will include the following: campsite number, name 
of registered camper, and phone number to be reached during fair. Camping sticker or tag must be 
displayed on camper door or nearest window by door.  

13. Modernized campsites cannot be vacated early, unless deemed necessary by superintendents in charge 
or in handicapped areas. 

14. Primitive campsites are allowed generators, but must be turned off from the hours of 11PM to 6AM.  
15. All campers will be parked in straight lines, no “corrals” or “circle camping.”  
16. No extra appliances to be plugged into camper. Ex: No refrigerators, roasters, fryers, smokers, etc. 
17. Please list all dimensions of your camper, including slide outs.  
18. Camping area will be patrolled by security personnel, which includes police presence.  
19. No open intoxicants. No underage drinking. This will be grounds for removal.  
20. Camping is a privilege, and permission will be revoked for persistent disturbance.  
 
Failure to adhere to the above rules, by all persons on site – including guests, will lead to expulsion 

from the campground without refund. The person that registered the camper is responsible for all 
guests and their actions.
